PBYSA Cheerleading Rules
1.
Conduct
All coaches and players shall promote and maintain good sportsmanship at all times, including at all practices, games and any additional functions.  Coaches, parents and players are expected to treat each other with courtesy and respect.

Violations of conduct rules for coaches, players, and parents include (but are not limited to) the following:

· Fighting;

· Foul language;

· Derogatory remarks made to coaches or other officials;

· Improper decorum;

· Destruction of property;

· Continued use of wearing of an improper uniform after being warned;

· Malicious conduct of any kind;

· Violation of PBYSA guidelines of General Conduct;

Thus, if a coach, player, or fan is ejected from a game for any of the aforementioned violations, he/she must leave the playing field immediately and the park/building within 10 minutes of the ejection.  (A coach or fan can only return to pick up a player once the game is completed.)  Failure to act accordingly will result in suspension from the association for the rest of the season. Additionally, the association may pursue criminal trespass charges if the police are required to remove someone from the property.

In addition to the ejection from the game, the coach, player and/or fan will receive the following suspension and penalties as a general guideline.  PBYSA Board of Directors may enforce more severe penalties depending on the severity of the offense.  The PBYSA Board may supersede these guidelines.

· 1st offense:      suspension for up to two team games.

· 2nd offense:     suspension for one calendar week and the suspension of one game of the child of the coach, parent, or guardian involved.

· 3rd offense:     suspension for the remainder of the season.

· 4th offense:     lifetime expulsion from all PBYSA groups.

· If the offense occurs in the last game of the season, the proscribed suspension will be effective for the following season or the next season that the violator participates in.

2.
Team  

Cheerleading is a sport. All players will look like a team and act like a team:

· All uniform items will be worn at games. Nothing more – nothing less.
· If uniform items are missing or extra is worn, players may be required to sit on the bench or be limited in activity during the half time routine. They will NOT be allowed to participate in competition.
·  Proper attire must be worn during practice. (Loose fitting shorts and shirts with cheer shoes.)

· If proper attire is not worn during practice, it may limit their ability to practice which will limit what they can do during the games.

· First offense:  verbal warning

· Second offense:  sit on bench for half-time (next game attended)

· Third offense: sit on bench entire game (next game attended)

3.
Attendance
Cheerleading does not have a bench for extra players. Everyone has something to do.

· Players are required to attend all practices and games. If they cannot attend for any reason, you must notify the coach as soon as possible. (the more time the coaches have, the more prepared they can get the rest of the team)
· If the coaches are not notified, your child may have to sit on the bench during part of the next game they attend.
· If there are an excess of absences or lateness (whether the coaches are notified or not) the cheerleader may be suspended from games.

· First offense:  verbal warning

· Second offense:  sit on bench first half and half time (next game attended)
· Third offense (sit on bench entire game)(next game attended)
4.
Facilities (Basketball Season Only)
Bailey Middle School is very kind to allow us to use their facilities and could stop at any time.

· Make sure that children are not left unattended, running in the hallways, playing in the restrooms or loitering outside of the gym.    

· Any damage done during a practice or game will be charged to the responsible parties.
