Never use profanity in the presence of any players.

Always abide by a doctor’s decision in all matters of a player’s health and injuries, as well as
physical abilities to play.

Never hit, strike, or molest any player in any manner at any time. (Violators will be removed
from the program and charges will be pressed).

Do not teach unsportsmanlike strategies.

Abide by the rules and regulations set forth in the PBYSA by-laws and Baseball Committee Rules
and decisions.

Always display good sportsmanship in the presence of the players.

Have players congratulate opponents following a game. Participate in the hand shake line.
Teach the training program described for you by the association, and don’t take on your own
agenda.

Always ensure your players are learning and having fun.
